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Introduction

Necrology: A list of the recent dead.

The listings that follow are enhanced images of the information that was broadcast to the
citizens of Pottstown and the surrounding areas by means of the Montgomery Ledger, a
local weekly, and the Daily Pottstown Ledger newspapers published at the beginning of
each year between 1878 and 1899.

These Pottstown publications covered a tri-county area which encompassed western
Montgomery, northern Chester and southem Berks counties.

The information that was supplied defined not only who the person was, but where the
individual lived, plus their age at the time of death. In many instances, the name of the
cemetery where the person was interred 18 identiﬁed.

The listings for 1878 through 1889 are llmited to what was baswally described as
re31dents of Pottstown and vicinity.

Beginning with 1890, the roster of people that were visited by the tireless reaper was

expanded to list children, as well as to identify who their parents were. It also begins to
include persons that died elsewhere, but who were buried in Pottstown cemeteries. One
last item of interest is that it also included persons that were from localities outside of the

- immediate Pottstown vicinity.

The point of these listings was that no matter who died, they were listed because there
was a connection either to the Pottstown area as a citizen, or as someone who was a

native of the Pottstown area but moved elsewhere, or who had a relative that still resided
in the area surrounding Pottstown.

Listings for the years 1884 and 1886 were not available and are identified as such in the
Table of Contents. -

In many instances, obituaries were written of ones passing. Based on the person’s status
within the community, these articles would range from a few lines to several paragraphs.
